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David Madsen enters his second year as men’s and women'’s soccer
coach at Lakeland.

In his first season with the Muskies he led the women’s team to a

10-8-1 overall record, 7-3-1 in the Northern Athletics Conference, for
a fifth-place finish on the season.The men'’s team experienced some
growing pains in 2006, finishing 3-12-1 overall and 2-6-1 in the NAC.

A standout goalkeeper and four-year starter for UW-Whitewater,
Madsen helped lead UWW to three NCAA tournament appearances
in 1999,2001 and 2002. He was also an All-Region performer in 2002
and compiled a career goals against average of 0.92 in 59 games.
After graduating from Whitewater in 2003 with a bachelor’s degree
in business, Madsen stayed connected to his alma mater by serving
as an assistant coach for the men’s and women'’s soccer programs
for three seasons, while also pursuing his master’s degree.

After a rocky 3-12-1 result in 2006 that kept the team out of the inaugural Northern
Athletics Conference Tournament, the Lakeland College men’s soccer team is look-
ing to move forward with a close-knit group of players and a fresh outlook on the
upcoming season.

Although the Muskies roster is relatively small at 15 players, seven of which are
returnees, head coach David Madsen believes that the players’ positive attitudes
and willingness to do what is in the team’s best interest can more than make up for
what they lack in numbers.

Among the seven returning players, the squad will look to its three seniors to help
lead the team with a mix of extensive on-field experience, vocal leadership and raw
talent.

Last season the Muskies found themselves without a goalkeeper, forcing Ryan
Condon (Madison/LaFollette) to step between the posts and play out of position.
Despite having no prior goalkeeping experience, Condon developed quickly and
established himself as one of the most effective keepers in the NAC, finishing sec-
ond in total saves with 140. However, Condon is thankful to return to his first love
of being a defensive force, as the squad now has two goalkeepers on its roster.

Tyler Haug (Milwaukee/Thomas More), will deliver vocal leadership on the defen-
sive end this season, as he started 14 games for the Muskies last fall. Midfielder
Zach Buchman (Waterford/Waterford Union), who was named honorable mention
All-Lake Michigan Conference in 2005, returns after an injury-plagued 2006 cam-
paign that limited him to three games with one goal scored.

Lakeland also returns a strong junior class, including midfielder Kevin Fitchett
(Green Bay/Preble), forward Carroll Devlin (Lake Geneva/Big Foot) and midfielder
Matt Van Drunen (Kaukauna/Kaukauna). Fitchett played a key role in the Muskies’
attack last season, tying for the second-highest number of goals scored on the
team with four.

Devlin and Van Drunen also saw significant field time last season, as Devlin ap-
peared in 14 games, starting in two of them, and Van Drunen appeared in all 16
games with 13 starts.

The squad’s lone sophomore returnee, midfielder Ryan Malo (Beach Park, Ill., Zion-
Benton), secured himself as a fixture in the Muskies’ starting line-up last season.
Malo earned a spot on the NAC All-Rookie team with two goals and three assists on
the season.

The other major challenge this season is goalkeeping as the Muskies will turn
to two freshmen, Brock Winkler (Fond du Lac/Fond du Lac) and Takumi Yabara
(Tochigi, Japan/Sakushi).

A few other newcomers will likely have an immediate impact on the starting line-
up, including defender Ben Wempner (Fond du Lac/Fond du Lac), defender/mid-
fielder Brian Knight (Random Lake/Random Lake) and forward/midfielder Casey
Schmidt (Plymouth/Plymouth).

Sophomore transfer Doua Vang (Green Bay/East) will push for time on the defensive
line, while forward James Trazile (Haiti) rounds out the freshman class and will look
to earn playing time.

The Muskies will also look to improve their scoring this season, as they were only
able to connect with the back of the net 21 times in 2006, a number that put them
at No. 8 in the NAC.

Madsen has assembled a tough schedule, including non-conference games against
perennially strong UW-Whitewater and UW-Oshkosh and NAC powerhouse Domini-
can.

The Muskies were ranked seventh in the NAC Preseason Coaches’Poll, a ranking that
Madsen is comfortable with. Madsen feels with his balance of young talent and strong
veteran leadership that they can surprise a few teams in the NAC and set the table for

years ahead.

Dominican emerged undefeated from both regular and post-season NAC play last
year to claim the first NAC crown before moving on to the third round of NCAA

tournament play. Aurora also had a solid season with only one loss in regular-season
conference play, while Edgewood and Concordia, Wis., will also look to jockey for posi-

tion at the top of the NAC.

Overall, the Muskies stand poised to take advantage of the opportunity to re-invent
themselves this season with a new focus and revamped mentality.

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With a talented cast of 15 experienced returnees, seven of which were regular starters
last season, the Lakeland College women's soccer team stands poised to make amends
for the way their season ended in 2006.

The Muskies (10-8-1, 7-3-1 NAC) finished fifth in the Northern Athletics Conference last
fall, then had their season cut short in the first round of NAC Tournament play against
Dominican University, as the Stars scored the only goal of the game with under 30
seconds to play.

Lakeland will especially rely on its seniors, who hope to close out their collegiate careers
on a high note. Defensive co-captains Kelly Hopfinger (Hustisford/Hustisford) and Elisa
Waltz (Oakfield/Oakfield) will anchor the Muskies in the backfield and provide reliable
and experienced cover for the squad’s goalkeepers. Although Hopfinger battled some
injuries last season, playing in 14 games with two goals and two assists, she was still an
honorable mention All-NAC selection.

Junior defender Jacqui Drexler (Appleton/East) will also see significant time defensively,
and will likely be joined by junior Maggie Short (Green Bay/Preble), an All-NAC honorable
mention selection in 2006, and sophomore Megan Andrews (Appleton/West).

“I'm looking forward to seeing how our back line settles in,”Madsen said. “We've got two
seniors and one junior starting in the backwith Kelly Hopfinger, Elisa Waltz and Jacqui
Drexler. Kelly will be a strength in the back for us. She's a good leader, is usually well-
positioned and makes good decisions. She's very difficult to beat one-on-one, and most
teams find it very difficult to score on us because of it

The Muskies are also fortunate to have quality experience at midfield, including senior
Tracy Bins (New Franken/Green Bay Preble), who missed most of last season with a

knee injury. Senior Laura “Lola”Engel (Appleton/West), junior Megan Stock (Libertyville,
lll./Libertyville) and sophomores Jessica Hopfinger.(Hustisford/Hustisford), Celine’Elzinga
(Howards Grove/Howards Grove) and Leslie Oskey (Howards Grove/Howards Grove) also
return with great deal of experience anchoring the middle.

Junior Amy Christenson (Dodgeville/Dodgeville), who was an All-NAC honorable men-
tion selection last season, and sophomore Gina Weiss (Salem/Wilmot Union) return to
lead the forward charge for the Muskies.

However, the Muskies will have to make sure they answer the burning question in the
minds of many around the conference — how will Lakeland replace goalie Alli Weiss."

Weiss graduated last season as a four-year starter who cracked Lakeland’s record book in
various places, including first in career shutouts with 32 and first in shutouts in a season
with 14 in 2005. She also received a spot on the All-NAC team in 2006 in addition to be-
ing named All-Lake Michigan Conference in 2005 with honorable mention selections in
2004 and 2003.

Senior Savannah Johnson (Sun Prairie/Sun Prairie) and freshman Whitney England (Ash-
waubenon/Ashwaubenon) will attempt to answer that question, as Johnson has one year
of back-up experience with the Muskies and will look to take her play to the next level.

The squad is fortunate to have a wealth of numbers on its roster this season, as six other
freshman join the ranks. Sami Dieringer (Belgium/Ozaukee) and Abby Weber (Howards
Grove/Howards Grove) will help out the Muskies in the backfield, while Hailey Wisner
(Sussex/Hamilton) and Katie Deuberry (Sheboygan/Lutheran) will push for time at
defense or midfield. Alicia Malmstadt (Plymouth/Plymouth) also has potential to see time
in the middle, or could play up front with fellow freshman Maria Santelli (Kenosha/Trem-
per).

The full roster should also allow the Muskies to fill the holes left by last season’s graduat-
ing class. In addition to Weiss in goal, the squad also lost senior Lorine “Nellie” Weiss on
the forward line. In 2006, Weiss proved herself to be the squad’s most consistent scoring
threat, as she tallied a team-high nine goals with one assist that earned her honorable
mention All-NAC recognition.

Lakeland will have plenty of opportunities to create cohesiveness with its new team
members as well as to test its competitive drive, experience and talented youth this
season, as Madsen has created a difficult and challenging schedule.

In addition to the squad’s non-conference games, the NAC should also present the Muskies

with stiff competition. Aurora University received all 13 first-place votes in the NAC Pre-
season Coaches’ Poll, and emerged from conference play undefeated last season before
falling to Wheaton College in the first round of the NCAA Tournament.

The Muskies were picked No. 5 in the poll, and will look to improve their standing against
other top-ranked teams, including Edgewood, Concordia, Wis., and Dominican.

With continued growth, steady play and a deeper roster than he is used to, Madsen sees

potential for his squad to grow and improve this season and become a threat to the higher-

ranked teams in the NAC.
