New Lakeland website enhances
user experience

Lakeland launched a new institutional
website in November, a dramatic overhaul
that puts visitors in the driver’s seat of their
web experience. The content of lakeland.edu
is designed with audience preferences in
mind, and pages are organized based on the
needs of visitors instead of the structure of
the college. It recognizes the ever-increasing
importance the web site plays in the college
selection process.

Visitors can find the information they
need quickly because the site’s design is
presented from the viewpoint of a prospective
student, Lakeland graduate, donor, etc. The
site features more, larger and engaging photos
of students and the campus to add visual
appeal, it introduces a campus video tour,
hosted by Lakeland’s student ambassadors
and provides ready access to everything from
Lakeland’s NCAA athletic team scores to a
financial aid estimator for new students.

The site interfaces with popular social
media sites like Facebook and Twitter,
accommodating the ability to gather and
share information between prospective
students and their parents. “With the increasing
number of prospective students that rely
solely on our website, it’s critical that our site

be ever more engaging and user-friendly,”
said Nick Spaeth, Lakeland’s director of

admissions.

Lakeland brings economic
education to Milwaukee area
Lakeland is now operating the Milwaukee
Center for Economic Education, which has
been improving the quality and quantity of
economic and financial education in K-12
school curriculum for over four decades.

The center, which was opened in 1963 by
UW-Milwaukee, operates out of Lakeland’s
Milwaukee Center of Adult Education located
in West Allis. Timothy O’Driscoll, a veteran
Milwaukee-area educator, is continuing his
role as center director.

“Economic and financial literacy are
critical subjects for all students, but the focus
on urban youth makes this new Lakeland
College-Milwaukee Center for Economic
Education particularly distinctive,” said Scott
Niederjohn, director of Lakeland’s Center for
Economic Education in Sheboygan. “This
center will build on our educational initia-
tives in Milwaukee.”

The Milwaukee Center has served 15,000
teachers over the last three years. Those
teachers are provided tools to teach thou-
sands of Milwaukee-area students financial
literacy and economic understanding,.

Lakeland opened its first center at its
main campus in Sheboygan County in 2005.
It provides financial literacy and other services
to teachers throughout the northeastern part
of the state, including an annual workshop at
Lambeau Field.

Lakeland students, employees
team up to Make a Difference
Lakeland students and faculty members
worked together to make a difference as the
college hosted its third annual “Make a
Difference Day” in October. A group of
approximately 60 Lakeland students, faculty
and staff were bussed to Camp Anokijig
where they are volunteered to do community
service projects.

Grant will benefit Lakeland
Honors Program

Lakeland has received a three-year, $45,000
grant from the Lynde and Harry Bradley
Foundation to support the college’s honors
program. The funds will support new initiatives
and curriculum to enhance the educational
experience for students in the program.

The honors program is designed for
intellectually curious students who have the
desire to pursue more rigorous academic
activity with their peers. The program
emphasizes original and critical thinking in
both students and faculty, and encourages
participation in conversations that cross
disciplinary boundaries. Through small
classes, challenging topics and access to
cultural events, the program inspires students
to take an added responsibility for their
education inside and outside the classroom.

Students develop individualized honors
experiences, challenging them to explore the
intellectual and social diversity of the campus
and seeking ways to put theory into practice

The volleyball team played in the NCAA Tournament for the second
straight year, and won the conference championship for the eighth time
in the last nine seasons. Senior Brittanie Paulus (pictured), an outside
hitter and three-year captain, completes her eligibility as one of the most
decorated players in school history. She collected her second consecutive
spot on the American Volleyball Coaches Association (AVCA) Division III
All-Midwest Region team and set program records for digs in one season,
career digs and finished second in career kills.
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The foothall team earned the second trip to the NCAA Division IIT
Playoffs in school history by winning the conference championship on
the final day of the season. It's the program's fourth conference title in
six years. The Muskies lost to eventual national champion UW-White-
water in the first round. Lakeland also captured its second consecutive
victory in the Cheese Bowl against rival Concordia, Wis. Senior Jacob
Heinemeyer named the conference Co-Offensive Player of the Year, and
junior Roberto Flores set a school record for receiving yards in a game.

Education group earns state
literacy award

Lakeland College’s Student Wisconsin
Education Association (StWEA) organization
has won the Celebrate Literacy Award for an
Organization from the Wisconsin State
Reading Association. The award is presented
to a group that has made a significant contri-
bution to literacy.

StWEA members created a children’s
literacy area on the third floor of the library.
They also built a book case for use at
the Maywood Environmental Center. With
a grant from the National Education
Association, numerous environmental
books were purchased and shelved on the
bookcase. Other books were placed in back-
packs for families to check out and enjoy at
home. Lakeland students also developed
story hours for children visiting the center.
Two brochures were created listing popular
environmental books and offering special
reading tips.
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C or John Peterson 62, Lakeland College truly was a caring community. Long before laws requiring accessibility

for people with disabilities, John’s classmates would simply pick up his wheelchair and carry it to whichever floor in
Old Main or Jubilee Hall his classes were held. And when he needed a ride into town to go shopping or attend
church, a classmate was always there to assist. In the spring of 1961, John’s aging wheelchair fell apart on the way to
class. His roommate, Kent Martindale, led an effort among students, faculty and staff to purchase him a new chair.

In spite of his mobility issues, John was broadly engaged in college life, pledging Zera
Chi and becoming an officer and serving as coach of the Zeta Chi softball team and on the
college’s dormitory council. “He never saw his disability as a limiting factor, said his brother,
Jim Peterson. “He always figured that there was a way around any obstacle. Lakeland was John's
first opportunity to get out in the real world and be independent. He had so many friends there
that did so much for him.”

Del Schlamp *65 knew John as a fellow Jubilee

‘J resident and Zeta Chi brother. “John was an icon
around here because everybody knew him, and he was such a nice
guy,” Schlamp said. “He had so many friends here.”

John died in the fall of 2001, but Jim keeps his brother’s alma
mater close to his heart. Similar to John, Jim has been a long time
donor to the college. He was a founding membe of the 1862 Society,
and has established an estate gift to honor his brother. “John always
told me his years at Lakeland were the best time of his life,” Jim said.
“He was a faithful donor to the college following graduation, and he

said to me ‘T hope you can continue that.” It’s my pleasure to give back

to the college that gave so much to my brother.”

hen Pat and [ drafted our initial will in the early 19707,
our main concern was care for our three children.

When we moved to Wichira, KS, in 1991, one of the first
[hings we did was to draw up a new will. By this time, our children
were all adults, on their own, so concern for their care was no
longer an issue. We thought that we needed a
new will to testify to what was important for us
and how our resources would be used.

We decided to write our will in “shares” since
we had no idea what our total assets would be.
We said that one half of whatever the total
amount would be divided equally among our
three children and their families. Rebekkah,
Andrew and Matthew will receive one-sixth of
something yet to be determined.

Pat and | are pleased with the decisions that shape this will.
We often have said that the only thing we “owed” our children was
a college education, and they each achieved that. Anything else
they receive from us is a pure gift. They are very comfortable with
our decision. We also feel indebted to the church institutions that

have nurtured and helped to shape our
, lives. We make annual gifts to both our
children and these institutions and we see
our will as expressing our love for both
family and the church.

We have no idea the size of the estate
that we will leave, and I doubt anyone
knows that for sure. We think it is impor-
tant to talk about “shares” of some whole

since we do not know what the whole will

be. We believe our will reflects the values

four church institutions that are important to us. One fourth will

go to Lakeland College, our alma mater. One fourth will go to
United Theological Seminary of the Twin Cities from which I
graduated in 1963. One fourth will go to Peace United Church of
Christ in Fort Wayne, Ind. While we were there for 16 years we
talked and prayed ourselves into three building programs, so this
seems only fair. The other fourth will go to the Kansas-Oklahoma
Conference of the United Church of Christ where [ served for 12

years. This would mean that each of these institutions will receive

one-cighth of the tortal asset from our final estate.
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that have enriched our lives, the people and places that have been
important to us.

The greatest transfer of wealth this world has ever seen is
taking place right now. The legacy we leave will be shared by
our immediate family and our larger church institution family.
We encourage those reading this to re-examine their personal
wills and perhaps rewrite them in ways that reflect their life
journeys and personal values. We trust the “maturing” of our will
is many years in the future for we look forward to enjoying the
